The Good

Strong unique voice that almost demands to be listened to; Early signs of ability to switch rhyme styles
seamlessly; Pretty good brand of reality rap that effectively distances Jake from the flossy, albeit more

popular, part of the game which makes him more believable; Profanity free (well almost); Mad potential
and has some growing to do but his raw skills can be compared to an athlete coming out of high school

to go pro because he has the potential to blow now; All of this at age sixteen

The Bad

The early signs of different rhyme styles get lost somewhere after the first couple of tracks; Choruses
are easily forgettable and lack diversity; More than a few songs border on preachy or mad rapper status;
The production gets lazy often which cause Jake to sound lazy, particularly on “"Nightmare”; CD lacks
innovation choosing to stay in the safe confines of been there-done that (ie. "Hiphop History”)

Hot Tracks

Sinatra — A cappella track that gives us a glimpse of the skills this young man potentially posseses.

Be Me - While the lyrics struggle a little to mesh with the beat, the smooth groove and feeling it gives off
compensates just fine.

Indigo Sun - Brooding track that allows us a peak into a soul not unlike many we know or can identify
with.

What's Real - Good cruisin’ down the Ave track that gives us a break from the more serious fare.

Wrap Up

Potential can be realized (Kanye West) or unfulfilled (Canibus) but it is always paid attention to. Icee
Jake has potential but he has something that cannot be taught or learned, a unique voice. Jake's voice
carries the album which is a testament to his budding skills and microphone command. Basement Cutz
Vol.2 is decent early outing that plays it safe instead of taking a bolder but more risky chance at
greatness. Jake, in the right hands, can be the next “thing” to break out of the Midwest and enjoy great
success. Pay attention.

Cop Factor: If you can find it, cop it, as it might be likened to a valuable rockie baseball card.
